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Get Warm Stay Warm Herefordshire
The Department of Health has awarded the Private Sector Housing Team at Herefordshire Council, in partnership with 10 voluntary and community groups, funding for a project called Get Warm Stay Warm. This involves providing assistance to reduce the effects of cold weather on vulnerable Herefordshire residents this winter. These include: 
(i) Cold Weather Packs (Thermal hats/ gloves/ slippers, thermal cards, gel hand warmers, etc.) for vulnerable people. 
(ii) Oil-filled heaters, draught exclusion measures, extra grab rails, sand/salt buckets, from the Handyperson Service/Home Improvement Agency at the Herefordshire Council
(iii) Extra meals  available from the WRVS.
(iv) Extra transport and escort to appointment services  from the British Red Cross and Village Wardens
(v) Soup Recipes, exercise classes from Age Concern (Ross)
(vi) Befriending Service  from Age UK (Hereford & Localities)
(vii) Housing Inspections of homes by Private Sector Housing to check for excess cold, damp/mould and  falls-related hazards 
(viii) Budgeting/fuel tariff advice, from CAB Herefordshire 
(ix) Lunches and advisory sessions for vulnerable older people by South Wye Regeneration Partnership (SWRP) 
(x) Housing Advice from SHELTER
